DOCTRINAL STATEMENT

We believe the Bible is the inspired and infallible word of God, our only rule for faith and practice.

We believe in the distinct personality of Satan, that he is the ‘god of this age’, author of all the powers of darkness and sin, and is destined to the
judgment of an eternal justice in the lake of fire.

We believe man was created in the image and likeness of God, but that in Adam’s sin, the human race fell, inherited a sin nature and became
alienated from God; and that man is totally depraved and of himself, totally unable to remedy his lost condition.
